Trail Closings/Detour for Grand Parkway
Improvements
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1.5 mile detour vs .5 mile for underpass

You can’t miss the construction on Grand Parkway/TX-99, but when on the trails,
watch for closings and detour signs as construction progresses. Most notably, the
trail underpass at Buffalo Bayou and TX-99 is closed for the foreseeable future,
requiring a detour to continue the trail from either direction. Additional areas
affected that may impact drivers, pedestrians and cyclists include the continuous
U-turn at Cinco Ranch Blvd., north to south, and sidewalks at Buffalo Bayou.

During the
next couple months, maintenance and improvements, including electrical,
irrigation, paving and stonework, installation of railing, and planter construction,
will take place but the space will remain open. Some areas may be barricaded, and
cautionary signs will be posted, so please watch children when visiting and make
sure to avoid these areas for safety, even if workers are not present or the area
looks open, as some of the improvements are not easily visible. While we do not
anticipate events and classes to be affected, check the Central Green calendar
and Facebook @WFDDCentralGreenPark for the most current schedule.
